Dress rehearsal will take place on Thursday, December 15th, at NWDA and begins at 4:30 p.m.
Dancers will be dropped off at the door and will have the chance to run their dance twice before
they are free to go. Hair and makeup do not have to be done for dress rehearsal, but it is import-
ant that dancers wear their costumes and dance shoes (if required) in case there are any adjust-
ments to make should an issue arise. Extra parking will be available behind the studio.

Technical rehearsal is scheduled for 3:30 p.m. on Friday, December 16th, at Byrnes PAC, our
show's venue. Please arrive 15 minutes before your dancer’s call time and we strongly suggest
that your dancer be stage ready, with costume, hair, and makeup done, as the show will begin
shortly after. If you would like a preview of the show, you are welcome to sit in the audience
during rehearsal. It's a great time to get photos and videos so that you may enjoy the performance
later on. We also suggest bringing some snacks and water for your dancer so that they can be
fueled up and ready to go!

Congratulations, you've made it! It's the day of recital and you're in the homestretch! The show
begins promptly at 6 p.m. and we ask that dancers in the first half of the show be dropped off
backstage 30 minutes prior to the start of the show. Dancers in the second half will be dropped off
during intermission. Each dance class will be assigned a big buddy while they are backstage and
will enjoy fun arts and crafts activities when not performing. Dancers can be picked up after the
final curtain call and will be excused from the backstage drop-off location. Please plan on staying
for the entirety of the show as all of our dancers have worked hard this season.
